AIA Honor Awards presented Miller/Hull two awards. Congratulations.  

The Facilities Improvement Committee has made progress; the next suggested project is to paint the west wall of 208J, in order to display outstanding student work.  

TFAR- Task Force on Accreditation Response Chair, J. Finrow, reported that the committee would have more meetings after the quarter break.  Regarding documentation, the committee is working on ideas for storage areas for work awaiting documentation. The Committee is also addressing the thesis revision procedure, and designing forms for the selection process.  Instructors will need to be identified now for the implementation of the thesis revisions, in order for them to have the time to develop a course syllabus. The Committee also reports that the Professional Advisory Board Accreditation Support Team members are willing to teach workshops to the students, which may fulfill some of the new requirements. 

The Ecolab, which CEEDS and many volunteers have been constructing at Thorndyke Elementary School, is nearly completed. S. Sutton reported that the next step is to help the teachers to develop an environmental education curriculum.

The Department received nominations to the College Council, G. Minah and B. Johnson.  Motion to elect and vote: Yes–15, No-0, Abstain– 0.

Briefs from the 2002 ACSA Administrators Workshop, Nov 14-16, San Diego, was distributed by V. Prakash, who attended the meetings.  After a review of the items on the document, and discussion by the faculty, 

V. Prakash emphasized the importance of considering issues on the National Agenda when working on the strategic plan.

AIAS President, Stacy Hoffman, distributed an overview of AIAS-UW history, accomplishments of last year, and proposed goals and events for the 2002-03.  Upcoming events include the CAUP Ecological Design Dialogue. The AIAS-UW College Mentorship Program will meet tonight, at 6:30 PM, and faculty members are invited.  A discussion followed regarding expectations for mentoring students within the department, and the students’ hopes that faculty members will be willing to assist in making this happen.

TPMR Committee, J. Finrow, Chair, E. LaTourelle, S. Palleroni, B. Johnson, and A. Vanags reported on the promotion and tenure review for Assistant Professor, Ellen Do.  The committee reviewed the documentation presented, and letters from outside peer reviewers, reported on the history of the hire, and summarized Do’s scholarship, research and teaching in design computing.  At the last meeting, the committee recommended promotion to Associate Professor with tenure. Following this review, the meeting was opened to discussion by the faculty.

The meeting was then closed to all but the eligible voting members of the faculty, Associate Professors and Full Professors.  

After further discussion and examination of the documentation, the vote was yes –19, no – 0.
